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Tobinodai Historical Park Museum ~¥& 50352\ E{#E¥4E

Tobinodai Historical Park
Museum is a museum built
on the exact spot where the
ruin called “Tobinodai Shell
Mounds” were spread. It was in
the early Jomon Period 7000
years ago. At that time, as the
coastline entered inland more
than now, Funabashi was a
place easier for people to live,
blessed with the products of
the sea and the mountains. It
is known that people started
settling lives earlier than the
surroundings.

Here in the park cooking pits
in Jomon period (ruin to cook
outdoors) were found. This
was the first such pit found
in Japan. Until now, 21 pit
dwelling traces, 430 cooking
pits, more than 40 shell
mounds and also stoneware
factories of Paleolithic period
and housing traces of Kofun
period were found.

In the museum, excavated
potteries and stone wares are
exhibited. In the park, you can
see remains of the ancient
housing traces and cooking
pits by models. You can also
enjoy some workshops such
as making Magatama (Jomon
accessories) on Sat. Sun. and
holidays.

You can go back in time
7000 years ago and experience
life then. It’s a quiet place
which you can enjoy with your
family and friends.
